I hope this letter finds you well. We are inviting Y5 students to experience a taster day at Mercia 
Academy on Tuesday 7th July 2026. This is designed to help students begin exploring their options for 
secondary school Year 7 placements for September 2027.

Students should arrive at the school by 9.00am and there will be school staff and students at the 
main entrance to welcome them from 8:45am. The day will end at 2:30pm and children will be 
dismissed from the gated entrance to central square.   
 
Students should come in their normal school uniform for both days, but also bring with them their PE 
kit, as there is the possibility they could take part in some PE. Please also bring a pencil case with basic 
stationary, a water bottle and a packed lunch (unless FSM, we will provide – please state this on the 
form). 
 
Students can sometimes be nervous about attending a day of this kind; please be assured that your 
child will be looked after closely during the day. We believe this event will provide a great opportunity 
for students to gain a better understanding of the transition process and the support we provide to 
ensure a smooth and successful transition to secondary school.
